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Today, we are going to talk about the bathroom, a place where we all go at some time or another. The bathroom has a sink, toilet, and tub/shower.  

After a period of time, soap, dirt, lime, etc., buildup in these areas, especially the tub/shower. This becomes mildew. Mildew looks dirty and can be hard to remove.

What cleans mildew best? ; Mildew remover. Once you spray the mildew remover on the area, you wait; then wipe off.

What does mildew remover have to do with Christians? Besides the fact that we clean our bathrooms, mildew remover is an example of what sin can look like and what we need to remove sin from our lives.

Our sins are like mildew that can build up over time if we don’t remove it regularly. The best way and the only way to remove sins is to apply the word of God, then trust God to do His work.

In Psalms 51, David talks to God about the forgiveness David wants after committing the sin of adultery with Bathsheba as well as setting the situation for Bathsheba’s husband’s death. David’s request can be summed in Verse 10,” Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me”.

There is a good feeling when you are in a clean bathroom. It’s a better feeling when your spirit is clean, when you have asked for forgiveness for your sins, and you can start fresh.

Jesus can wash our sins away.
Revelation 1:5, And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead , and the prince of the kings of the earth, Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood.
 We must trust God and apply the Bible to our daily lives. As all of us will continue to have problems with sin, we need to continually apply Godly responses to our lives. 

Romans 7:25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin.
Some examples of Godly responses are: reading the Bible, gathering with biblically minded people, studying the Bible in a group (church/small group), and prayer. To do all of these in defeating sin, you must first believe in Jesus Christ and the word of God.
