Opening Statement: When you are asked to do something how do you respond? Do you use a friendly affirming yes gesture or a negative gesture? Are you the type of person who questions why you are being ask? Do you just simply do what's requested? Does it depend on whose asking? Today we are going to explore this topic with the goal of pointing each and everyone of us into the mind set that if we listen and do what God say's we further the cause of Christ. In the big picture a lot hangs in the balance.

Visual or Audio Aids (Optional)

Biblical Examples:

Adam and Eve: Open your Bibles to Genesis chapter 3:1-24

Jonah: Open your Bibles to Jonah chapters 1,2,3 and 4

Note: Notice how Jonah ran from God's request at first!

Disciples: Open your Bibles to Matthew 28:16-20
The Great Commission
16Then the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain where Jesus had told them to go. 17When they saw him, they worshiped him; but some doubted. 18Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in[1] the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age."

Present question: What if they did not listen? Ask the congregation to ask their neighbor what if they didn't listen?

Secular Category: 

Soldiers: During wartime following orders to the point of death
The Judicial system: In our society we live by a set of rules that are enforced by the judicial system. If you don't follow them it can lead to negative consequences.

The work place: Workers are governed usually by procedures, employee handbook or company rules. School: To get a passing grade a student listens to the information being taught so he or she can use it when test questions are ask. They were taught to listen by their parents.
People: Give commands daily. Stop, take this, and don't drive through a red light…
Animals:  They follow some form of social order when in packs or in pairs. They communicate.
Now I am going to bring up Modern day individuals and things that changed History simply by doing what they were told.

Religious Category:

Billy Graham preaching the message of hope leading many into the Kingdom at his Crusades.

Bill Hybels Listening to God's leading to start Willow Creek Community Church. Many including myself experienced life change and were baptized through Willow Creek Community Church.

Mother Theresa devoting herself in the mission field in Cal Cutta, India?

Creation: God spoke everything into existence. God spoke and Creation listened.   

The Stars, Sun, Moon, Gravity, Air, Time…

Closing Statements:

When God speaks are you going to listen? 

Have quiet for 2 minutes to allow for person prayer and reflection.

Ask the congregation: Is God speaking to you? Please listen to him. A lot hangs in the balance!

Is there anyone here that is not saved and was tapped on the shoulder to get it done today?

Please come forward to me so we can pray together and start the Baptism process. We want to welcome you into the kingdom of God. Don't be afraid. Your eternity depends on your decision. Remember you are not promised tomorrow or later. The time is now! 

If you are not ready but you want more information on becoming a Christian please speak to one of our volunteers and they will gladly give you the information you need.  

Please stand for closing Prayer:

Father in heaven, we understand that you know what is best for us. You wired us up molding us for your purpose. Please continue to lead us and open us up to what you are calling us to do. Help us in carrying out the assignments with courage and confidence.  Help us to do what we are told for your sake in Jesus name Amen.
