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Christians are meant to shine where they are; at home, in our community, and at work.

Matthew 5:16 states, Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.
2 Corinthians 4:6 states, For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness,

hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.

The powerful message of the gospel is to be spread to others.

Romans 1:16 states, For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ; for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth…
One person can make a difference. In 1382, John Wycliffe translated the Holy Scriptures into English for the first time. Now there are a variety of translations in English.

Jesus Christ made a difference. He died on a cross for our sins so that we may have an advocate to our Heavenly Father.

Daniel 12:3 states They that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; and they that turn to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever.

The firmament is the sun, whose brightness can blind you. Stars are little suns that shine through the darkness. When the light of the Lord shines through you, it can not be covered.

We should speak in God’s strength as God leads.

2Samuel 22:33 states God is my strength and power; and He maketh my way perfect.

Psalm 18:1 states I will love the, O Lord, my strength.

The book of Psalms has many references to our Lord as our strength. Our Heavenly Father wants us to come to Him for our strength. How do we come to the Father?

We come to Him by praying to Him, opening our hearts and minds to His will and His word. His word is the Bible. Read it, study it, and meditate on it. When we pray, we ask God to place Godly people in our lives to encourage us and to help us grow in our knowledge of God.

Do you have a connection with the Lord? Would you like to shine, but haven’t made the first step? Has your shine been tarnished and you want to shine again? It is possible. God is waiting for you to make the first step; to acknowledge Jesus Christ as Lord. Then you must state that you believe that Jesus died for your sins and that you want to turn away from your sins with His help. You state that you want Jesus Christ to be the director of your heart and life. When you make these statements and believe in your heart that they are true; you may have a relationship with our Lord that will change the way you see.
