Galatians 6:9 states; Do not be weary in well doing, for we will reap if we faint not.

God is faithful.

2 Thessalonians 3:3 states; But the Lord is faithful, who shall  establish you, and keep you from evil.

Faithful comes from the Greek translation word of pistos, which also means trustworthy, sure, and promise. Trustworthy is someone who deserves your trust, because they have proven themselves to be worthy of trust.
