Message:

Hello friends. Today’s topic is one that can not be wrapped up in a sermon message. Our God is too complex for us to mentally understand Him fully. What this message will do is bring to mind some words that highlight a few of God’s attributes that reminds us of how incredibly awesome He is.
Opening Prayer:
Lord, you are so big life can not contain the knowledge of you. Help us to have a better reality of who you are so you will become magnified in our minds, hearts, eyes and our life in Jesus name amen.
Message Cont’d…
Our galaxy is 100,000 light years across and our solar system is two-thirds of the way out from the center. People use to think that our galaxy comprised the whole universe.
Now we know that there are millions and millions of other galaxies. In addition, each galaxy contains around 200 billion billion stars. That’s right, 200 billion billion.

The Lord created everything as mentioned in Genesis 1:1 and Colossians 1:16.

Look at the human body. The brain and the Eyes are so masterfully designed that it can not be duplicated. 
Ponder God’s incredible creative abilities…
Our minds are not capable of fully understanding the fullness of God. He is bigger then anything we can imagine. Let us look at some of God’s attributes and what He said about Himself.
What are some attributes of God?
Omni-present:
God is Omni-Present 
God is everywhere at all times! Nothing escapes His eyes. There are no secrets and no surprises to Him. Everything done in secret He can and will reveal someday! 

 Isaiah 6:3 . . .the whole earth is full of His glory. David said in Psalm 139: 7 Where could I go from your Spirit? Or where could I flee from Your presence? He goes on to say that there is no place he can hide! From the more remote place on earth to hell itself, from the Throne-room in heaven to the deepest jungle and beyond God is there! Jonah tried to run from the presence of the Lord, and even in the belly of the fish he cried out to the Lord and his prayer was answered. 
Omnipotent:
All-powerful, refers to God's ability to do absolutely anything God wants. This characteristic is usually treated as implied from God's characteristic as absolute creator.

Thesaurus Dictionary:

Able in every respect and for every work; unlimited in ability; all-powerful; almighty; as, the being that can create worlds must be omnipotent. having unlimited power of a particular kind; as, omnipotent love.
Scripture Support:
Matthew 19:26
But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, with men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible.

Omniscient:
All-knowing, refers to God's ability to know absolutely everything.
Scripture Support:
"Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world." Acts 15:18.
"And you, my son Solomon, acknowledge the God of your father, and serve him with wholehearted devotion and with a willing mind, for the Lord searches every heart and understands every motive behind the thoughts. If you seek him, he will be found by you; but if you forsake him, he will reject you forever." 1 Chr. 28:9
"For if our heart  condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knows all things." I John 3:20
Transcendent:
He is outside of the universe. It is not a term of location but rather a level of being.
Genesis 1:1 says that “in the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”

Note: The only way with our understanding for God to create the universe is if he is outside of it.
Self Existent:
John 8:58 Jesus said to the Jews “most assuredly I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM
God said that His name is “I AM”
Define “I AM” He just is! God always existed.
God is the Alpha and the Omega. Revelation 1:8
God has no beginning and no end.

He always existed!
