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Is it your boss at your job? For part of your day, that may seem to be the case.

Are you under the age of 18 years old? As much as you may not like it, it’s your parents.

We usually obey or follow the rules of the one in charge.

Another way of saying obey is the use of guided by.

Acts5:29 We ought to obey God rather than man.
One who is in charge usually provides the supervision to make sure everything is okay.

Psalm 95:7 For He is our God; and we are the people of His pasture, and the sheep of His hand.
What about the family situation?

Ephesians 5:22 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.

I know that this phrase causes much controversy. The key part of this phrase: as unto the Lord. If your husband asks you to do something that is against God’s will and God’s Word, you have a right to seek help to make sure that you and others are safe. Submit does not mean that you must be subject to physical, sexual, or emotional abuse.
Submit does not mean you have no opinions. The first option would be for you and your husband to communicate your opinions and see if the two of you can come to a united decision. Look at 1Peter 3:7. Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to knowledge, giving honor unto the wife, as unto the weaker vessel, and as being heir together of the grace of life; that your prayers be not hindered. 
A husband should give honor to his wife, including her opinions. As unto the weaker vessel, refers to the wife as a special treasure that can be easily damaged if not treated right. The verse also states that the husband and wife are a team. If the husband does not try to treat his wife as a team member, he may find that his prayers will not be answered.
Ephesians 5:24 Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing.
The church is subject to Christ. The church is the community of believers, not a building.

This reminds all of us that we are subject to the teachings of Christ as individuals.

James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.

If you submit to God, the devil can’t stay around you long. Think about that for a while!
How about children under the age of 18 years old?

Ephesians 6:1 Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right.

There’s the phrase again; in the Lord. It has the same meaning; if you are asked to do something that is against God’s will, you have the right to get help. Realize that you may not know what is against God’s will. Please have someone (preferably an adult) look it up for you. Maybe this will start you on your own journey of reading the Bible.
In the job area, workers should follow their employers’ requests, unless it is against God’s Word. 

Colossians3:22 Servants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh: not with eyeservice, as menpleasers; but in singleness of heart, fearing God.

We are to do our jobs all the time we are scheduled, not only the moments when the boss or other coworkers are looking.

Then, we have the government.

1Peter 2:13 Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord’s sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme:

1Peter 2:14 Or unto governors, as unto them that are sent by him for the punishment of evildoers, and for the praise of them that do well.

As long as the government does not go against God’s rules, we must follow them.

Don’t use Christianity as a reason to not follow rules.

What if you don’t know God and His rules?

 First, you need to know that God sent His Son Jesus Christ to die on a cross for our sins,
And make a way for us to know Him. You must believe in Him and give your heart and life to Him. You must admit that you are a sinner and have need of Jesus Christ as your savior. He will be glad to make Himself known to you. We will be glad to help you follow Him. If you made this decision, thank God. We celebrate with you in joining the family of believers.
