All of us have physical blemishes and spiritual blemishes. Our physical blemishes are parts of our bodies that we are not pleased with. Our spiritual blemishes are the thoughts and actions that God is not pleased with; in other words, sin.

1John 1:8

What should we do about our sins?
He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: but whoso confesseth and forsaketh them shall have mercy.                                                    Proverbs 23:13

If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.                                                1John 1:9

Who is He? He is Jesus Christ, the Son of God who died on the cross to pay the price for our sins. He cleans from the inside out through removing sins and showing God’s love.
