Start with a monologue or dialogue with actual mumbling and facial expressions

Anybody recognize that?

How many times have we done that?

When we’re asked to do something we don’t want to do, when we don’t approve of something someone else does.

We mumble at our frustration in not being able to control or direct something or someone. At that moment, we want to be more than God wants us to be at that moment.

When we feel like mumbling, we need to remember that God is in control.

A man’s heart deviseth his way: but the Lord directeth his steps.    Proverbs 16:9

Mumbling is the same as murmuring, which is referred to in the Bible.

Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, “Murmur not among yourselves.”       John 6:43
Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of the destroyer. 1 Corinthians 10:10

Do all things without murmurings and disputings:  Philippians 2:14

That ye may be blameless and harmless, the sons of God without rebuke, in the midst of a crooked and perverse nation, among whom ye shine as lights in the world          Philippians 2:15
What do you do if you have concerns or complaints? Take your concerns or complaints to the Lord if you are not able to express them with a willingness to work together in finding a solution.

Be careful for nothing: but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  Philippians 4:6

Ask our Lord to forgive you for your mumblings. Ask God to help you to speak in a way that honors God.

Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers.   Ephesians 4:29

Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you with all malice   Ephesians 4:31
Do you feel that it will be hard? With God, nothing is impossible.
